Mark wrote numerous episodes for ongoing comedy series. He was BAFTA 
nominated for his episodes of 4 O’Clock Club (BBC) (Series 1-9), Hank 
Zipzer (Kindle Ent) (Series 1-3) and All At Sea (BBC) (Series 2). Other 
series include Hunter Street (Nickelodeon) (Series 3), The Revolting 
World Of Stanley Brown (Retort) and So Awkward (Channel X) (Series 
1-6).  
 
Other commissions include Placebo for BBC3; pilot scripts Teen Spirit for 
Kindle Ent and Woken for BBC; and non-tx pilot Aardvark for BBC.
